Dear Madam Mayor and City Commissioners: 
 

The Comprehensive Annual Financial Report of the City of Hollywood, Florida, (the “City”) for the fiscal year 
ended September 30, 2004, is hereby submitted.  This report is presented in conformity with generally accepted 
accounting principles (“GAAP”), was prepared by the City’s Department of Financial Services, and audited by an 
independent firm of certified public accountants as mandated by both local ordinances and State statutes.  
Responsibility for both the accuracy of the presented data and the completeness and fairness of the presentation, 
including all disclosures, rests with management.  We believe the data, as presented, is accurate in all material 
respects and is reported in a manner designed to fairly set forth the financial position and results of operations of the 
City as measured by the financial activity of its various funds.  All disclosures necessary to enable the reader to gain 
the maximum understanding of the City’s financial affairs have been included. 
 

The comprehensive annual financial report is presented in three sections:  introductory, financial and statistical.  
The introductory section, which is unaudited, includes this letter of transmittal, an organizational chart and a list of 
the City’s principal elected and appointed officials.  The financial section includes the basic financial statements, 
management’s discussion and analysis and the combining and individual fund financial statements and schedules, as 
well as the report of the independent auditors on these financial statements and schedules.  GAAP requires that 
management provide a narrative introduction, overview, and analysis to accompany the basic financial statements in 
the form of management’s discussion and analysis (“MD&A”), which is unaudited. This letter of transmittal is 
designed to complement MD&A and should be read in conjunction with it.  The statistical section, which is 
unaudited, includes selected financial and demographic information, generally presented on a multi-year basis. 
 

The City is required to undergo an annual single audit in conformity with the provisions of the Single Audit Act 
Amendments of 1996, the U.S. Office of Management and Budget’s Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local 
Governments and Non-Profit Organizations and the requirements described in the Executive Office of the 
Governor’s State Projects Compliance Supplement.  Information related to this single audit, including a schedule of 
expenditures of federal awards and State financial assistance, the report of independent auditors on internal controls 
and compliance with applicable laws and regulations, and a schedule of findings and questioned costs are included 
in a separately issued single audit report. 
 

REPORTING ENTITY AND ITS SERVICES 
 

The financial reporting entity of the City includes all the funds of the primary government (i.e., the City of 
Hollywood, Florida as legally defined), as well as all of its component units.  Component units are legally separate 
entities for which the primary government is financially accountable.  In addition to general government services, 
the City also provides community planning and development, public safety, public works, culture and recreation 
services to its residents.  Furthermore, the City’s water and sewer, stormwater, sanitation, golf, parking operations 
and records preservation activities are reported as enterprise funds.

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Blended component units, although legally separate entities, are, in substance, part of the primary government’s 
operations and are included as part of the primary government.  The Downtown Community Redevelopment 
Agency (“DCRA”) and the Beach Community Redevelopment Agency (“BCRA”), which are districts of the 
Hollywood Community Redevelopment Agency (“CRA”), are being reported as special revenue funds, in 
accordance with State statute requirements, using the blended method.  The three City-sponsored pension plans 
appear as fiduciary funds as part of the basic financial statements in this report.  

 
GOVERNMENTAL STRUCTURE, LOCAL ECONOMIC CONDITION AND OUTLOOK 

 
The City, incorporated in 1925, is located in Broward County on the southeastern coast of the State of Florida.  

The City comprises 30 square miles of land including 6 linear miles of Atlantic Ocean beaches. 
 

Hollywood operates under the commission-manager form of government.  The City Commission is composed 
of a mayor elected at large and six commissioners elected by district.  The seven members of the City Commission 
serve four-year terms. 
 

The City’s population has experienced slow growth since the late 1970’s after a period of active residential 
development during the 60s and early 70s.  Currently, the permanent population of the City of Hollywood is 
approximately 143,000 with the seasonal peak approaching 200,000.  During recent years, the City has experienced 
a very strong resurgence in its commercial and residential development activity resulting in record high levels of 
building permits, inspections and related revenues being processed and generated. 
 

The City and its DCRA have been successful in redeveloping a core area in Downtown Hollywood where new 
streetscapes, supported by marketing efforts and business incentives, have attracted significant private investment.  
Downtown Hollywood is becoming one of the premier entertainment areas in South Florida, with many clubs and 
restaurants, attracting both local residents and tourists.  The Urban Land Institute has conducted a study to advise 
the DCRA on how to proceed through the next phase of development.  As a result of this study, the concept of a 
historical village center has been developed in harmony with three national trends:  (1) the return of the popularity 
of street shopping versus the enclosed mall, (2) the resurgence of urban, close-in residential markets, and (3) “smart 
growth” which encourages mixed-use and high-density development in key locations.  The City successfully 
competed for a Broward County matching grant to develop Young Circle Park into an innovative, state-of-the-art 
ArtsPark which will be a regional attraction and venue for festivals, entertainment and the arts.  Several large 
mixed-use developments are currently in the planning or early construction stages in the area surrounding the 
proposed Young Circle ArtsPark. 
 

Large tracks of property north of Stirling Road annexed into the City of Hollywood in the last decade, 
including the Port 95 Commerce Park and the former Oakridge Golf Course, have also experienced dramatic 
activity further contributing to the growth of the City’s tax base.  Other individual parcels north of Stirling Road 
have also voluntarily annexed into the City of Hollywood on a parcel by parcel basis. The investment that the City 
of Hollywood made in the infrastructure in these areas is now bringing a return to the City in terms of large scale, 
quality light industry and commercial property. 
 

One of the most important economic developments in the recent history of Hollywood is the reconstruction of 
the Diplomat Hotel.  The hotel was for many years one of the premiere resorts in South Florida.  In January 2002, a 
new 1,000 room hotel, a retail village consisting of approximately 68,000 square feet of commercial space along the 
Intracoastal Waterway and a convention center development of over 200,000 square feet of convention space and 
meeting rooms began operations.  The City has already seen the Diplomat Hotel as a catalyst to the already 
important tourist trade in the beach area as well as fostering other investment and redevelopment of properties on 
our beach. 
 

There has been additional capital investment in the community, including the redevelopment of the Hollywood 
Mall, the Renaissance on the Beach and Ocean Palms residential developments, Harbor Islands residential 
development and continued development of vacant tracts within Harbor Islands.  The development of West Lake 
Village, Port Everglades and Port 95 continue to increase the rate of growth of the City’s tax base.  The 
public/private development of the JPI apartment complex and municipal parking garage and The Radius residential 
development and municipal parking garage in the downtown area represent the resurgence of the urban residential 
marketplace in Hollywood. 
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MAJOR INITIATIVES 
 

In recent years, the City has adopted an aggressive capital improvement program to upgrade and expand its 
public facilities and to improve and beautify its rights-of-way.  More than thirty (30) neighborhood parks and 
recreational facilities are being improved.  Several streets and avenues are being reconstructed and made more 
aesthetically pleasing.  New signage and landscaping provide a sense of community and make it easier to access 
shopping and recreational opportunities.  New parking facilities have been completed and others are being built or 
planned to meet user demand.  Emphasis on aboveground facilities has not diminished efforts to improve and 
maintain the City’s underground infrastructure.  The Public Utilities’ Long Range Capital Improvement Plan 
continues to provide for the maintenance and expansion of its treatment plants and below ground infrastructure to 
keep up with demand for services. 
 

The City’s willingness to invest in its facilities and infrastructure bodes well for the future.  The investment of 
public funds has been demonstrated to encourage a significantly higher level of private investment over time.  The 
increase of the City’s real estate tax base in recent years serves to demonstrate this point. 
 

The City recently completed the development of a comprehensive master plan, which includes an overall 
citywide plan and individual sectional plans, such as transportation, economic development and housing plans, as 
well as a capital budget component identifying potential sources of funding to implement the improvements 
identified in the plans. 
 

FINANCIAL INFORMATION 
 

Management of the City is responsible for establishing and maintaining an internal control structure designed to 
ensure that the assets of the City are protected from loss, theft or misuse and to ensure that adequate accounting data 
is compiled to allow for the preparation of financial statements in conformity with GAAP and generally accepted 
auditing standards as referred to throughout this report are defined as generally accepted in the United States of 
America.  The internal control structure is designed to provide reasonable, but not absolute, assurance that these 
objectives are met.  The concept of reasonable assurance recognizes that:  (1)  the cost of a control should not 
exceed the benefits likely to be derived; and (2) the valuation of costs and benefits requires estimates and judgments 
by management. 
 

As a recipient of federal, state and local financial assistance, the government is also responsible for ensuring 
that an adequate internal control structure is in place to ensure and document compliance with applicable laws and 
regulations related to these programs.  This internal control structure is subject to periodic evaluation by 
management. 
 

In addition, the government maintains extensive budgetary controls.  The objective of these controls is to 
ensure compliance with legal provisions embodied in the annual appropriated budget approved by the City 
Commission.  Activities of the general, enterprise and internal service funds are included in the annual appropriated 
budget.  Project-length budgets are prepared for the special revenue funds and for the capital projects funds.  The 
level of budgetary control (i.e., the level at which expenditures cannot legally exceed the appropriated amount) is 
the departmental level within each fund.  The government also maintains an encumbrance accounting system as one 
method of maintaining budgetary control.  Appropriation amounts lapse at year end.  However, outstanding 
encumbrances generally are reappropriated as part of the following year’s budget. 
 

The statements and schedules included in the financial section of this report demonstrate that the City continues 
to meet its responsibility for sound financial management.  
   

RISK MANAGEMENT 
 

The City’s self-insured risk management programs include risk retention and excess coverage for liability, 
injuries to employees, damage to property and employee health benefits.  Charges to other funds are based primarily 
upon claims experience and are developed to cover the estimated ultimate costs of settling claims, including claim 
reserves, claim adjustment expenses, and administrative costs, over a reasonable period of time.  Claims incurred 
but not reported are accrued as a liability based primarily upon actuarial estimates.  Claims payable at fiscal year 
end totaled $12.7 million, compared to $11.3 million in 2003. 
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FIDUCIARY FUNDS 
 

The City maintains three retirement plans for its employees which cover general employees, firefighters, and 
police officers.  Benefits vary depending on the particular membership in the plans.  The City is responsible for 
funding liabilities of the plans based upon actuarial valuations.  At September 30, 2004, the City’s pension plans 
had total assets of $461.0 million, compared to $432.7 million, in 2003.  The higher asset value is attributable to an 
increase in market values for equities.  In order to obtain the highest possible yield on pension assets, substantially 
all of the assets are managed via contracts with private investment companies.  Further details concerning pension 
expenses, vested benefits, and actuarial assumptions are included in the notes to the financial statements, and in the 
financial reports separately issued by each retirement plan. 
 

DEBT ADMINISTRATION 
 

At September 30, 2004, the City had outstanding $110,805,000 of Water and Sewer Refunding and 
Improvement Revenue Bonds, Series 2003, payable from revenues of the Water and Sewer Utility Fund; 
$53,283,893 of State of Florida Revolving Fund Loans payable from revenues of the Water and Sewer Utility Fund; 
$47,815,000 of First Florida Governmental Financing Commission Loans and $21,305,000 for Sunshine State 
Governmental Financing Commission Loans, both secured by a City’s covenant to budget and appropriate non-ad 
valorem revenues to satisfy the loan payments; a $20,990,647 Redevelopment Revenue Bonds and $10,913,572 in 
Redevelopment Loans, both payable from revenues of the City’s CRA; and $4,600,000 of HUD Section 108 loans 
secured by the City’s Community Development Block Grant. 
 

During 2004 and 2003, debt principal installments were retired as scheduled and interest was paid on a current 
basis.  Required accumulation of funds in restricted accounts and sinking fund reserves established by the respective 
bond ordinances has been accomplished.  Debt principal retired during the past two fiscal periods for all funds is 
presented in the following summary:

The City has not issued general or special obligation bonded debt directly since 1993.  The Moody’s general 
obligation credit rating listed below was issued in 2000.  The Water and Sewer Revenue rating was updated in 2003 
in conjunction with the refunding bond issuance.

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CASH MANAGEMENT POLICIES AND PRACTICES 
 

For purposes of maximizing investment yields, resources of all funds, with the exception of the investments of 
the Fiduciary Funds, have been combined into investment pools.  This practice has resulted in an optimum 
investment level for the available pooled resources of these funds each fiscal period.  The amounts of investment 
revenue and the average rates of investment income on those pooled invested balances were $2.2 million and 1.8% 
for fiscal year 2004 and $1.9 million and 1.9% for fiscal year 2003. 
 

The City’s investment policy is to minimize credit and market risks while maintaining a competitive yield on its 
portfolio.  Accordingly, the majority of deposits were either insured by federal depository insurance or 
collateralized.  All of the investments held by the government at September 30, 2004, subject to classification under 
GASB Statement No. 3 are classified in the appropriate category of credit risk as defined by the Governmental 
Accounting Standards Board.  Remaining investments generally were held in the government’s name by the 
counterparty financial institution’s trust department, or were held by a counterparty brokerage firm registered with 
the Securities and Exchange Commission. 
 

INDEPENDENT AUDIT 
 

State statutes require an annual audit by independent certified public accountants.  The firm of KPMG LLP was 
selected by the City.  In addition to meeting the requirements set forth in State statutes, the audit was also designed 
to meet the requirements of the federal Single Audit Act Amendments of 1996, the related U.S. Office of 
Management and Budget’s Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local Governments and Non-Profit Organizations and 
the requirements described in the Executive Office of the Governor’s State Projects Compliance Supplement.  
Generally accepted auditing standards and the standards set forth in the General Accounting Office’s Government 
Auditing Standards were used by the auditors in conducting the engagement.  The report of independent auditors on 
the basic financial statements and combining and individual fund statements and schedules is included in the 
financial section of the report.  The auditors’ reports on internal controls and compliance can be found in a 
separately issued single audit report. 
 

AWARDS 
 

The Government Finance Officers Association of the United States and Canada (“GFOA”) awarded a 
Certificate of Achievement for Excellence in Financial Reporting to the City of Hollywood, Florida for its 
comprehensive annual financial report for the year ended September 30, 2003.  This was the twenty-ninth 
consecutive year that the City has received this prestigious national award recognizing conformance with the 
highest standards for preparation of local government financial reports. 
 

In order to be awarded a Certificate of Achievement, the City published an easily readable and efficiently 
organized comprehensive annual financial report, whose contents conform to program standards.  This report 
satisfied both generally accepted accounting principles and applicable legal requirements. 
 

A Certificate of Achievement is valid for a period of one year only.  We believe that our current comprehensive 
annual financial report continues to conform to the Certificate of Achievement Program’s requirements and we are 
submitting it to the GFOA to determine its eligibility for another certificate. 
 

In addition, the City has received other significant awards and recognitions reflecting its commitment to excel 
in the provision of services to its residents, including: 
 
• The Fire, Rescue and Beach Safety Department was again awarded a Class 1 Rating from the Insurance 

Services Office.  This rating is received by less than 0.1% of fire departments in the country.  Maintaining this 
prestigious classification reflects the City’s commitment to public safety. 

 
• GFOA’s, “Distinguished Budget Presentation Award” for publishing a budget document that meets the 

program criteria as a policy document, an operations guide, a financial plan and a communications device. 
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MANAGEMENT’S DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS 
 

 
The City offers readers of its financial statements this narrative overview and analysis of the financial activities of 
the City for the fiscal year ended September 30, 2004.  We encourage readers to consider the information presented 
here in conjunction with additional information that we have furnished in our letter of transmittal, which can be 
found on pages 3 through 8 of this report. 
 

FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS 
 

• The assets of the City exceeded its liabilities at the close of the most recent fiscal year by $193.5 million. 
  
• The City’s total net assets decreased by approximately $6.9 million. 
 
• Citywide depreciation charges recorded during the year amounted to $26.4 million. 
 
• Pension investment losses suffered in prior years, plan amendments authorizing additional benefits and other 

plan changes required additional City contributions to its pension plans of approximately $6.4 million more than 
those made in the prior fiscal year. 

 
• Following the national trend, employee health costs increased $3 million during the fiscal year. 
 
• During the year, the City deposited in the General Fund a settlement with Broward County and other parties in 

the amount of $1.8 million related to an agreement for certain payments in lieu of ad valorem taxes.  
Conversely, the City’s Water and Sewer Utility Fund reached a settlement agreement with the City of Pembroke 
Pines related to a claim arising out of a large users agreement with that city by providing financial consideration 
to Pembroke Pines in the amount of $4 million. 

 
• Although the City was not in the direct path of a hurricane during the fiscal year, the City incurred out-of-

pocket expenses approximating $2.3 million for hurricane preparation activities to guarantee public safety and 
for debris removal.  These costs are expected to be fully reimbursable by FEMA and other sources. 

 
• As of the close of the current fiscal year, the City’s governmental funds reported combined ending fund 

balances of $85.7 million, an increase of $28.0 million in comparison with the prior year.  Approximately $7.7 
million is available for spending at the City’s discretion. 

 
• During the year, the City’s governmental expenditures and financing uses totaled $170.7 million compared to 

$198.7 million generated in revenues and other financing sources for governmental programs.  The latter 
amount includes $37.5 million in loan proceeds. 

 
• The General Fund reported an increase in fund balance this year of approximately $1.9 million. 
 
• At the end of the current fiscal year, unreserved fund balance for the General Fund was $7.6 million, or 5.9% of 

total General Fund expenditures and transfers out. 
 
• The City’s total debt increased by $48.5 million during the current fiscal year, of which $13.0 million was 

designated for water and sewer utilities projects, $9.1 million for general capital projects, $6.1 million for 
DCRA projects, and $20.0 million for BCRA capital projects. 

 
• The City negotiated an amendment to the current collective bargaining agreement with the Hollywood 

Professional Fire Fighters, Local #1375 about certain pension benefits negotiated in previous years but not 
implemented since they had not been incorporated into the City Charter as required by the collective bargaining 
agreement.  The amended benefits produce lower costs than those originally negotiated. 

  
OVERVIEW OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

 
This annual report follows a format consisting of four parts – Management’s Discussion and Analysis (this section), 
the basic financial statements, Required Supplementary Information, and an optional section that presents combining 
statements for non-major governmental funds, non-major enterprise funds and internal service funds.  The basic 
financial statements include two kinds of statements that present different views of the City. 
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• The first two statements are government-wide financial statements that provide both long-term and short-term 
information about the City’s overall financial status. 

 
• The remaining statements are fund financial statements that focus on individual parts of the City government, 

reporting the City’s operations in more detail than the government-wide statements. 
 

o The governmental fund statements tell how general government services like public safety were 
financed in the short-term, as well as what remains for future spending. 

 
o Proprietary fund statements offer short- and long-term financial information about the activities the 

government operates like businesses, such as the water and sewer utility. 
 

o Fiduciary fund statements provide information about the financial relationships – such as the 
retirement plans for the City’s employees, in which the City acts solely as a trustee or agent for the 
benefit of others, to whom the resources in question belong. 

 
The financial statements also include notes that explain some of the information in the financial statements and 
provide more detailed data.  The statements are followed by a section of Required Supplementary Information that 
further explains and supports the information in the financial statements.  Figure 1 shows how the required parts of 
this annual report are arranged and relate to one another.  In addition to these required elements, we have included a 
section with combining statements that provide details about nonmajor governmental funds and nonmajor enterprise 
funds, each of which are added together and presented in single columns in the basic financial statements.  Internal 
service funds statements are also included, reflecting balances prior to their elimination from the government-wide 
financial statements, to avoid “doubling-up” effect within the governmental and business-type activities columns of 
said statements.

GOVERNMENT-WIDE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS – The government-wide financial statements are designed to 
provide readers with a broad overview of the City’s finances, in a manner similar to private-sector business. 
 
The statement of net assets presents information on all of the City’s assets and liabilities, with the difference 
between the two reported as net assets.  Over time, increases or decreases in net assets may serve as a useful 
indicator of whether the financial position of the City is improving or deteriorating. 
 
The statement of activities presents information showing how the City’s net assets changed during the most recent 
fiscal year.  All changes in net assets are reported as soon as the underlying event giving rise to the change occurs, 
regardless of the timing of related cash flows.  Thus, revenues and expenses are reported in this statement for some 
items that will only result in cash flows in future fiscal periods (e.g., uncollected taxes and earned but unused 
vacation leave). 
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Both government-wide financial statements distinguish functions of the City that are principally supported by taxes 
and intergovernmental revenues (governmental activities) from other functions that are intended to recover all or a 
significant portion of their costs through user fees and charges (business-type activities).  The governmental 
activities of the City include general government, public safety, public works, transportation, economic 
environment, physical environment, and culture and recreation.  The business-type activities of the City include 
water and sewer, sanitation, stormwater, golf, parking and records preservation activities. 
 
The government-wide financial statements include not only the City of Hollywood itself (the primary government), 
but also two districts of the legally separate community redevelopment agency.  Financial information for these 
component units is blended with the financial information presented for the primary government itself, since board 
members are the same as the members of the City Commission and the community redevelopment agency provides 
services that exclusively benefit certain areas of the City. 
 
In addition, the City has three defined benefit pension plans and two defined contribution pension plans established 
for the exclusive benefit of its employees and beneficiaries.  The community redevelopment agency has an 
additional defined contribution pension plan.  The pension plans are reported as fiduciary funds in the fund financial 
statements of this report, but are not included in the government-wide statements. 
 
The government-wide financial statements can be found on pages 24 through 27 of this report. 
 
FUND FINANCIAL STATEMENTS – A fund is a grouping of related accounts that is used to maintain control 
over resources that have been segregated for specific activities or objectives.  The City, like other state and local 
governments, uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate compliance with finance-related legal requirements.  
These statements focus on individual parts of the City government, reporting the City’s operations in more detail 
than the government-wide statements.  All of the funds of the City can be divided into three categories: 
governmental funds, proprietary funds, and fiduciary funds. 
 
GOVERNMENTAL FUNDS – Governmental funds are used to account for essentially the same functions reported 
as governmental activities in the government-wide financial statements.  However, unlike the government-wide 
financial statements, governmental fund financial statements focus on near-term inflows and outflows of spendable 
resources, as well as on balances of spendable resources available at the end of the fiscal year.  Such information 
may be useful in evaluating a government’s near-term financing requirement. 
 
Because the focus of governmental funds is narrower than that of the government-wide financial statements, it is 
useful to compare the information presented for governmental funds with similar information presented for 
governmental activities in the government-wide financial statements.  By doing so, readers may better understand 
the long-term impact of the City’s near-term financing decision.  Both the Governmental Fund Balance Sheet and 
the Governmental Fund Statement of Revenues, Expenditures and Changes in Fund Balances provide a 
reconciliation to facilitate this comparison between governmental funds and governmental activities. 
 
The City maintains twelve (12) individual governmental funds.  Information is presented separately in the 
Governmental Fund Balance Sheet and in the Governmental Fund Statement of Revenues, Expenditures and 
Changes in Fund Balances for the General Fund, the General Capital Projects Fund and the Beach Community 
Redevelopment Fund all of which are considered to be major funds.  Data from the other nine (9) governmental 
funds are combined into a single, aggregated presentation.  Individual fund data for each of these nonmajor 
governmental funds is provided in the form of combining statements elsewhere in the report. 
 
The City adopts an annual appropriated budget for its General Fund.  A budgetary comparison statement has been 
provided for the General Fund as Required Supplementary Information in this report to demonstrate compliance 
with this budget.  The basic governmental fund financial statements can be found on pages 28 through 33 of this 
report. 
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PROPRIETARY FUNDS – The City maintains two different types of proprietary funds.  Enterprise funds are used 
to report the same functions presented as business-type activities in the government-wide financial statements.  The 
City uses enterprise funds to account for its water and sewer, stormwater, sanitation, golf, parking and records 
preservation operations.  Internal service funds are an accounting device used to accumulate and allocate costs 
internally among the City’s various functions.  The City uses internal service funds to account for its central services 
and insurance operations.  Because both of these services predominantly benefit governmental rather than business-
type functions, they have been included within governmental activities in the government-wide financial statements. 
 
Proprietary funds provide the same type of information as the government-wide financial statements, only in more 
detail.  The proprietary fund financial statements provide separate information for each of its operations that are 
considered to be major funds of the City.  Both internal service funds balances have been incorporated into the 
functions of the governmental activities that benefited from these services.  Individual fund data for the internal 
service funds is provided in the form of combining statements elsewhere in this report.  The basic proprietary fund 
financial statements can be found on pages 34 through 43 of this report. 
 
FIDUCIARY FUNDS – Fiduciary funds are used to account for resources held for the benefit of parties outside the 
City.  Fiduciary funds are not reflected in the government-wide financial statements because the resources of those 
funds are not available to support the City’s own programs.  The accounting used for fiduciary funds is much like 
that used for proprietary funds.  The basic fiduciary fund financial statements can be found on pages 44 and 45 of 
this report. 
 
NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS – The notes provide additional information that is essential to a full 
understanding of the data provided in the government-wide and fund financial statements.  The Notes to the 
Financial Statements can be found on pages 49 through 72 of this report. 
 
OTHER INFORMATION – In addition to the basic financial statements and accompanying notes, this report also 
presents certain required supplementary information such as a budgetary comparison schedule for the General Fund 
and data concerning the City’s progress in funding its obligation to provide pension benefits to its employees.  
Required Supplementary Information can be found on pages 74 through 77 of this report. 
 

GOVERNMENT-WIDE FINANCIAL ANALYSIS 
 

The two government-wide statements report the City’s net assets and how they have changed.  Table 1 presents net 
assets – the difference between the City’s assets and liabilities – is one way to measure the City’s financial health, or 
position. 
 
• Over time, increases or decreases in the City’s net assets are an indicator of whether its financial health is 

improving or deteriorating, respectively. 
 
• To assess the overall health of the City you need to consider additional nonfinancial factors such as changes in 

the City’s property tax base and the condition of the City’s infrastructure. 
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By far the largest portion of the City’s net assets (64%) reflects its investment in capital assets (e.g., land, buildings, 
machinery, and equipment), less any related debt used to acquire those assets that is still outstanding.  The City uses 
these capital assets to provide services to citizens; consequently, these assets are not available for future spending.  
Although the City’s investment in its capital assets is reported net of related debt, it should be noted that the 
resources needed to repay this debt must be provided from other sources, since the capital assets themselves cannot 
be used to liquidate these liabilities.

An additional portion of the City’s net assets (36%) represents resources that are subject to external restrictions on 
how they may be used. 
 
At the end of the current fiscal year, the City, as well as its separate governmental and business-type activities, is 
able to report positive balances in all three categories of net assets, with the exception of unrestricted net assets of 
governmental activities. 
 
There was an increase of approximately $7.8 million in unrestricted net assets reported in connection with the City’s 
business-type activities for future capital projects as well as a decrease of approximately $15.6 million invested in 
capital assets, net of related debt. 
 
The City’s net assets decreased by approximately $6.9 million during the current fiscal year.  
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GOVERNMENTAL ACTIVITIES – Governmental activities and business-type activities decreased the City’s net 
assets by approximately $.5 million and $6.4 million, respectively, thereby accounting for all of the total reduction 
in the net assets of the City.  Key elements of this decrease are shown in Table 2 below:

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• Property taxes increased by $4.7 million (10.5%) during the year.  This increase is a result of a 10.1% increase 
in taxable assessed values within the City. 

 
• Other taxes for governmental activities increased by approximately $6.6 million, mostly as a result of increases 

in incremental property taxes generated by the Beach and Downtown Community Redevelopment Funds. 
 
• Increase in general government expenses noted in fiscal year 2004 resulted from increased expenditures from 

code enforcement activities, increases in salaries, pension contributions and health insurance costs. 
 
• Increase in public safety expenditures noted during fiscal year 2004 resulted from increases in salaries, City 

required contributions to pension plans and increased costs for health insurance and other related fringe 
benefits. 

 
For the most part, increases in expenses closely paralleled national trends and growth in the demand for services.  
There were exceptions, however, in the City’s public works and culture and recreation functions.  In that instance, 
the growth in expenditures increases when compared to Governmental Fund Statements, as a result of depreciation 
charges in these functions in the Government-wide Financial Statements.  Depreciation charges for capital assets 
represent approximately 39% and 25% of expenditures for public works and culture and recreation, respectively, in 
the Government-wide Financial Statements.   
 
BUSINESS-TYPE ACTIVITIES – Business-type activities decreased the City’s net assets by approximately $6.4 
million, which further contributes to the decrease in the City’s net assets generated by governmental activities.  A 
key element in business-type activities was a 15.6% increase in Sewer expenses in fiscal year 2004 from additional 
costs incurred to settle a large user claim. 
 

FINANCIAL ANALYSIS OF CITY FUNDS 
 

As noted earlier, the City uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate compliance with finance-related legal 
requirements. 
 
GOVERNMENTAL FUNDS – The focus of the City’s governmental funds is to provide information on near-term 
inflows, outflows, and balances of spendable resources.  Such information is useful in assessing the City’s financing 
requirements.  In particular, unreserved fund balance may serve as a useful measure of a government’s net resources 
available for spending at the end of the fiscal year. 
 
The General Fund is the chief operating fund of the City.  At the end of the current fiscal year, unreserved fund 
balance of the General Fund was $7.6 million, while total fund balance reached $7.8 million.  As a measure of the 
General Fund’s liquidity, it may be useful to compare both unreserved fund balance and total fund balance to total 
fund expenditures.  Unreserved fund balance represents 5.9% of total General Fund expenditures and transfers out, 
while total fund balance represents 6.0% of that same amount. 
 
The fund balance of the City’s General Fund increased by $1,908,675 during the current fiscal year.  During the 
year, several revenue sources experienced surpluses, most notably franchise taxes as a result of increased general 
consumption.  On the other hand, investment revenues remained low as a result of low market rates of return 
currently available. 
 
The General Capital Projects Fund has a total fund balance of $15.6 million, all of which is reserved for the 
construction of capital projects.  The General Capital Projects fund balance increased $3.6 million during the current 
year as project construction progressed and additional loan proceeds were received. 
  
PROPRIETARY FUNDS – The City’s proprietary funds provide the same type of information found in the 
Government-wide Financial Statements, but in more detail. 
 
Unrestricted net assets of the Water and Sewer Utility Fund and Sanitation Enterprise Fund at the end of the fiscal 
year amounted to $21.3 million and $.5 million, respectively.  The City’s Regional Wastewater Treatment Facilities 
provides services to residents of the City and those of six (6) other jurisdictions in southern Broward County.  The 
terms and conditions of these services are set in Large User Wastewater Agreements entered into with those local 
governments.  During the year, the cities of Hollywood and Pembroke Pines reached a settlement of litigation 
related to billings for services provided under a Large User Wastewater Agreement.

GENERAL FUND BUDGETARY HIGHLIGHTS 
 

During the year, the City budget was amended several times for the following purposes: 
 
• To reflect organizational changes implemented during the year. 
 
• To recognize settlement revenues, grants and other transfers that were not anticipated in the adopted budget, and 

expenditures funded with such revenues. 
 
• Transfer of discretionary appropriations to a contingency reserve to avoid overall budget overruns. 
 
Revenues for the year exceeded the amended estimated revenues by approximately $2.2 million.  The most 
significant positive variances are attributed to electrical and communications service taxes due to both increased 
consumption and higher rates.  In addition, the City received a $1.8 million settlement from Broward County that 
resolved inter-local agreement issues.  On the other hand, interest earnings exceeded budget but still remained low 
due to low rates of return in the investment markets.  Building permits were still below budget but budget estimates 
have been adjusted to more conservative levels. 
 
Overall General Fund expenditures for the year were approximately $1.3 million below amended appropriations.  
This was achieved by transferring discretionary appropriations into a contingency reserve, as explained above, to 
offset cost overrun pressures arising from public safety costs and low rate of vacant positions. 
 
General Fund balance at year end was $7,820,079, or $1,908,675 higher than beginning fund balance. 
 

CAPITAL ASSETS AND DEBT ADMINISTRATION 
 

CAPITAL ASSETS – The City’s investment in capital assets for its governmental and business-type activities as of 
September 30, 2004, amounts to $338.4 million (net of accumulated depreciation) as presented in Table 3.  This 
investment in capital assets includes land, buildings and system improvements, machinery and equipment, park 
facilities, streets, roads, and bridges.  The total increase in the City’s investment in capital assets for the current 
fiscal year was 3.5% (a 3.2% increase for governmental activities and a 3.6% increase for business-type activities). 
 
Major capital assets events during the current fiscal year included the following: 
 
• Governmental Capital Projects received $11.4 million to finance the 2004 Capital Improvement Plan and 

infrastructure projects for new housing developments. 
 
• The Water and Sewer Utility fund continued a capital program designed to update and expand its plants.  

During recent years, the utility has built projects with a cost in excess of $156 million.  In addition, the utility 
has been authorized to seek financing approximating $23.3 million through the State Revolving Fund and other 
sources.

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LONG-TERM DEBT – At the end of the current fiscal year, the City had total bonded debt outstanding of $264.6 
million.  Of this amount, $73.7 million is special obligation bonds and loans.  The remainder of the City’s debt 
represents bonds secured solely by specified revenue sources (i.e., revenue bonds).

The City’s total debt increased by $48.5 million during the current fiscal year.  The key factor in this increase was an 
additional $11.4 million in loans from First Florida Governmental Financing Commission to finance capital projects 
approved during the year.  The Downtown and Beach Community Redevelopment Funds borrowed a combined 
$26.1 million to finance capital projects and other existing commitments.  In addition, State Revolving Fund loans 
increased approximately $12.0 million for borrowings on new and existing water and wastewater projects. 
 
The City maintains an “A1” rating from Moody’s for general obligation debt.  The revenue bonds of the Water and 
Sewer Utility Fund have been rated “AAA” since they are insured by an AAA-rated insurer. 
 
Additional information on the City’s long-term debt can be found in Note IV.H.4. on pages 64 and 65 of this report. 
 

ECONOMIC FACTORS AND NEXT YEAR’S BUDGETS AND RATES 
 

• The unemployment rate in the City averaged 5.5% during fiscal year 2004, based on information obtained from 
the U. S. Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics, which is a decrease from an average rate of 6.6% a 
year ago.  This rate exceeds the state’s average unemployment rate of approximately 4.7% but is lower than the 
national average rate of 5.6%. 

 
• Inflationary trends in the region on average for fiscal year 2004 were substantially the same as similar national 

indices (i.e. Consumer Price Index). 
 
All of these factors were considered in preparing the City’s budget for the 2005 fiscal year. 
 
During the current fiscal year, unreserved fund balance in the General Fund increased to $7.8 million.  The City has 
appropriated $181,093 of this amount for spending in the 2005 fiscal year budget.

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NOTE I – SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
 

This summary of the City of Hollywood, Florida’s (the “City”) Significant Accounting Policies is presented to 
assist the reader in interpreting the financial statements and other data in this report.  These policies are 
considered essential and should be read in conjunction with the accompanying financial statements. 
 
The accompanying financial statements present the City and its component units, entities for which the City is 
considered to be financially accountable.  Component units, although legally separate entities, are in substance 
part of the City’s operations.  These financial statements are presented in accordance with Governmental 
Accounting Standards Board (“GASB”) Statement No. 34, “Basic Financial Statements – and Management’s 
Discussion and Analysis – for State and Local Governments”. 
 
The basic financial statements include both government-wide and fund financial statements.  The government-
wide focus is more on the sustainability of the City as an entity and the change in aggregate financial position 
resulting from the activities of the fiscal period.  The fund financial statements focus on short-term result of 
operations and financing decisions at a specific fund level. 
 
Internal service funds of a government (which traditionally provide services primarily to other funds of the 
government) are presented, in summary form, as part of the proprietary fund financial statements.  Since the 
principal users of the internal services are the City’s governmental activities, financial statements of internal 
service funds are consolidated into the governmental column when presented at the government-wide level.  
The costs of these services are allocated to the appropriate functional activity. 
 
The City’s fiduciary funds are presented in the basic financial statements by type (i.e. pension).  Since, by 
definition, these assets are being held for the benefit of a third party and cannot be used to address activities or 
obligations of the government, these funds are not incorporated into the government-wide statements. 
 
A. FINANCIAL REPORTING ENTITY – The City is a political subdivision of the State of Florida, located in 

Broward County along the lower southeast coast of the State.  The City is governed by an elected mayor 
and six elected commissioners.  The City operates under a commission-manager form of government.  
Hollywood, which was incorporated in 1925 under Section 25-11519, 1925 Laws of Florida, is 
approximately 30 square miles in area.  In addition to the general government, public safety, public works, 
culture and recreation services provided to its residents, the City operates and provides water and sewer, 
stormwater, sanitation, golf, parking services and records preservation activities. 

 
The Downtown Community Redevelopment Agency (“DCRA”) and Beach Community Redevelopment 
Agency (“BCRA”) are districts of the Hollywood Community Redevelopment Agency (“CRA”), which is 
legally separate from the City.  The CRA was established in accordance with Florida Statutes Chapter 163 
PART III COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT to finance and redevelop the City’s designated 
redevelopment areas.  The CRA, whose board members are the same as the members of the City 
Commission, provides services that exclusively benefit the City’s downtown and beach areas.  The DCRA 
and BCRA are blended as other governmental fund component units into the primary government. 
 
The Hollywood Employees’ Retirement Fund, Hollywood Firefighters’ Pension System and City of 
Hollywood Police Officers’ Retirement System account for separate pension plans for general employees, 
fire and police personnel, respectively.  Each plan is administered by a board of trustees.  The pension plans 
are reported as fiduciary funds in the basic financial statements of this report, but are not included in the 
government-wide statements. 
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B. GOVERNMENT-WIDE AND FUND FINANCIAL STATEMENTS – The government-wide financial 
statements (i.e., the statement of net assets and the statement of activities) report information on all of the 
nonfiduciary activities of the City and its component units.  For the most part, the effect of interfund 
activity has been removed from these statements.  Governmental activities, which normally are supported 
by taxes and intergovernmental revenues, are reported separately from business-type activities, which rely 
to a significant extent on fees and charges for support.  The City of Hollywood has no discretely presented 
component units. 

 
The statement of activities demonstrates the degree to which the direct expenses of a given function or 
segment are offset by program revenues.  Direct expenses are those that are clearly identifiable with a 
specific function or segment.  Program revenues include (1) charges to customers or applicants who 
purchase, use or directly benefit from goods, services, or privileges provided by a given function or 
segment and (2) grants and contributions that are restricted to meeting the operational or capital 
requirements of a particular function or segment.  Taxes and other items not properly included among 
program revenues are reported instead as general revenues. 
 
Separate financial statements are provided for governmental funds, proprietary funds, and fiduciary funds, 
even though the latter are excluded from the government-wide financial statements.  Major individual 
governmental funds and major individual enterprise funds are reported as separate columns in the fund 
financial statements. 
 

C. MEASUREMENT FOCUS, BASIS OF ACCOUNTING, AND FINANCIAL STATEMENT 
PRESENTATION – The government-wide financial statements are reported using the economic resources 
measurement focus and the accrual basis of accounting, as are the proprietary fund and fiduciary fund 
financial statements.  Revenues are recorded when earned and expenses are recorded when a liability is 
incurred, regardless of the timing of related cash flows.  Property taxes are recognized as revenues in the 
year for which they are levied.  Grants and similar items are recognized as revenue as soon as all eligible 
requirements have been met. 

 
Governmental fund financial statements are reported using the current financial resources measurement 
focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting.  This is the manner in which these funds are normally 
budgeted.  Since the governmental fund statements are presented on a different measurement focus and 
basis of accounting than the government-wide statements’ governmental column, a reconciliation is 
presented, which briefly explains the adjustments necessary to reconcile funds based on financial 
statements with the governmental column of the government-wide presentation.  Under this basis, revenues 
are recognized as soon as they are both measurable and available.  Revenues are considered to be available 
when they are collectible within the current period or soon enough thereafter to pay liabilities of the current 
period.  For this purpose, the government considers revenues to be available if they are collected within 60 
days of the end of the current fiscal period.  Expenditures generally are recorded when a liability is 
incurred, as under accrual accounting.  However, debt service expenditures, as well as expenditures related 
to compensated absences and claims and judgments, are recorded only when payment is due. 
 
Property taxes, franchise taxes, licenses, intergovernmental revenues and interest associated with the 
current fiscal period are all considered to be susceptible to accrual and so have been recognized as revenues 
of the current fiscal period.  All other revenue items are considered to be measurable and available only 
when cash is received by the government. 
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The City reports the following major governmental funds: 
 

The GENERAL FUND is the City’s primary operating fund.  It accounts for all financial resources of 
the general government, except those required to be accounted for in another fund. 
 
The GENERAL CAPITAL PROJECTS FUND accounts for general capital improvements financed 
from various governmental fund resources. 
 
The BEACH COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT FUND accounts for overlapping governmental 
revenue and grants for financing redevelopment projects within the beach redevelopment district. 
 

The City reports the following major proprietary funds: 
 

The WATER AND SEWER UTILITY FUND accounts for the operations of the City’s regional water 
and sewer utility system. 
 
The SANITATION ENTERPRISE FUND accounts for solid waste fees, franchise and recycling 
revenues, as well as related collection and disposal costs. 
 

Private-sector standards of accounting and financial reporting issued prior to December 1, 1989, generally 
are followed in both the government-wide and proprietary fund financial statements to the extent that those 
standards do not conflict with or contradict guidance of the Governmental Accounting Standards Board.  
Governments also have the option of following subsequent private-sector guidance for their business-type 
activities and enterprise funds, subject to this same limitation.  The City has elected not to follow 
subsequent private-sector guidance. 
 
As a general rule, the effect of interfund activity has been eliminated from the government-wide financial 
statements.  Exceptions to this general rule are payments-in-lieu of taxes and other charges between the 
City’s proprietary fund function and various other functions of the government.  Elimination of these 
charges would distort the direct costs and program revenues reported for the various functions concerned. 
 
Amounts reported as program revenues include (1) charges to customers or applicants for goods, services, 
or privileges provided, as well as fees, fines and forfeitures (2) operating grants and contributions, and (3) 
capital grants and contributions, including special assessments.  Internally dedicated resources are reported 
as general revenues, rather than as program revenues.  Likewise, general revenues include all taxes. 
 
Proprietary funds distinguish operating revenues and expenses from nonoperating items.  Operating 
revenues and expenses generally result from providing services and producing and delivering goods in 
connection with a proprietary fund’s principal ongoing operations.  The principal operating revenues of the 
enterprise funds are charges to customers for sales and services.  Operating expenses for enterprise funds 
include the cost of sales and services, administrative expenses, and depreciation on capital assets.  All 
revenues and expenses not meeting this definition are reported as nonoperating revenues and expenses. 
 
When both restricted and unrestricted resources are available for use, it is the City’s policy to use restricted 
resources first, then unrestricted resources as they are needed. 
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D. ASSETS, LIABILITIES, AND NET ASSETS OR EQUITY 
 

1. POOLED CASH AND INVESTMENTS – The City’s cash and cash equivalents are considered to be 
cash on hand and demand deposits.  The City has established an investment policy in accordance with 
Section 218.415, State Statutes, that allows the City to invest in relatively low risk securities, such as 
the Florida Local Government Surplus Fund and U. S. Government Securities and Agencies.  
Investments are stated at fair value.  Resources of all funds, with the exception of the pension funds, 
have been combined into investment pools for the purpose of maximizing investment yields.  
Investment revenue is comprised of interest and dividends and realized and unrealized gains and losses 
on investments.  Investment revenue on pooled investments is allocated monthly based upon equity 
balances of the respective funds.  Accrued interest on pooled investments is grouped with investments 
on the balance sheet at year-end. 

 
2. ACCOUNTS AND PROPERTY TAX RECEIVABLES – All account and property tax receivables are 

shown net of an allowance for uncollectibles.  Accounts receivable in excess of 90 days comprise the 
accounts receivable allowance for uncollectibles.  The property tax receivable allowance is equal to 
100% of outstanding property taxes at September 30, 2004. 

 
Real and personal property values are assessed on a county-wide basis by the Broward County 
Property Appraiser as of January 1, each year.  Taxable value of property within the City is certified by 
the Property Appraiser on July 1.  The City levies a property tax millage rate upon that taxable value to 
provide revenue required for the fiscal year beginning October 1.  Taxes for the fiscal year beginning 
October 1 are billed in the month of November, subject to a 1% per month discount for the period 
November through February, and are due not later than March 31.  On April 1, unpaid amounts 
become delinquent with interest and penalties added thereafter.  Beginning June 1, tax certificates 
representing delinquent amounts are sold by Broward County, with remittance to the City for its share 
of those receipts. 
 

3. REINSURANCE RECEIVABLE – The City uses reinsurance to reduce its exposure to large losses on 
certain lines of insurance as described in Note V.B.  Amounts expected to be received from the 
reinsurers for claims due under these policies are recorded as such at fiscal year end. 
 

4. DUE TO/DUE FROM – Activity between funds that is representative of lending/borrowing 
arrangements outstanding at the end of the fiscal year are referred to as either “due to/from other 
funds” (i.e., the current portion of interfund loans) or “advances to/from other funds” (i.e., the non-
current portion of interfund loans).  All other outstanding balances between funds are reported as “due 
to/from other funds”.  Any residual balance outstanding between the governmental activities and 
business-type activities are reported in the government-wide financial statements as “internal 
balances”. 

 
Advances between funds, as reported in the fund financial statements, are offset by a fund balance 
reserve account in applicable governmental funds to indicate that they are not available for 
appropriation and are not expendable available financial resources. 
 

5. INVENTORIES – Inventories are maintained on a perpetual system and are stated at cost (using the 
average cost method) which is not in excess of market.  Inventories in all funds are recorded as 
expenditures or expenses when consumed. 

 
6. RESTRICTED ASSETS – Certain revenue bond proceeds in various funds, as well as certain 

resources set aside for their repayment, are classified as restricted assets on the balance sheet because 
they are maintained in separate bank accounts and their use is limited by applicable bond covenants. 
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7. CAPITAL ASSETS – Capital assets, which include property, plant, equipment, and infrastructure 
assets (e.g., roads, bridges, sidewalks, and similar items), are reported in the applicable governmental 
or business-type activities columns in the government-wide financial statements.  Infrastructure is 
capitalized based on the accumulated amounts charged to specific capital projects on an annual basis.  
Capital assets are defined by the government as assets with an initial, individual cost of more than 
$750 (amount not rounded) and an estimated useful life in excess of one (1) year.  Such assets are 
recorded at historical cost or estimated historical cost if purchased or constructed.  Donated capital 
assets are recorded at estimated fair market value at the date of donation. 

 
The costs of normal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of the asset or materially 
extend asset lives are not capitalized. 
 
Major outlays for capital assets and improvements are capitalized as projects are constructed.  Interest 
incurred during the construction phase of capital assets of business-type activities is included as part of 
the capitalized value of the assets constructed.  The total interest expense incurred by the Water and 
Sewer Utility Fund during the current fiscal year was $7,032,952.  Of this amount, $444,084 was 
included as part of the cost of capital assets under construction in connection with water and 
wastewater treatment facilities construction projects. 
 
Property, plant and equipment of the primary government, as well as the component units, is 
depreciated using the straight line method over the following estimated useful lives:

8 COMPENSATED ABSENCES – It is the City’s policy to permit employees to accumulate earned but 

unused vacation and sick pay benefits.  A portion of accumulated sick pay benefits are paid upon 
separation, based on number of years of service.  All vacation pay and applicable portion of sick pay 
balances are accrued when incurred in the government-wide and proprietary fund financial statements.  
A liability for these amounts is reported in governmental funds only if they have matured, for example, 
as a result of employee resignations and retirements. 

 
9. LONG-TERM OBLIGATIONS – In the government-wide financial statements, and proprietary fund 

types in the fund financial statements, long-term debt and other long-term obligations are reported as 
liabilities in the applicable governmental activities, business-type activities, or proprietary fund type 
statement of net assets.  Bond premiums and discounts, as well as issuance costs, are deferred and 
amortized over the life of the bonds using the effective interest method.  Bonds payable are reported 
net of the applicable bond premium or discount.  Bond issuance costs are reported as deferred charges 
and amortized over the term of the related debt. 

 
In the fund financial statements, governmental fund types recognize bond premiums and discounts, as 
well as bond issuance costs, during the current period.  The face amount of debt issued is reported as 
other financing sources.  Premiums received on debt issuances are reported as other financing sources 
while discounts on debt issuances are reported as other financing uses.  Issuance costs, whether or not 
withheld from the actual debt proceeds, are reported as debt service expenditures. 
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10. FUND EQUITY – In the financial statements, governmental funds report reservations of fund balance 
for amounts that are not available for appropriation or are legally restricted by outside parties for use 
for a specific purpose.  Designations of fund balance represent tentative management plans that are 
subject to change. 

 
11. ESTIMATES – The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted 

accounting principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported 
amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the 
financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the reported period.  
Actual results could differ from management’s estimates. 

 
 
NOTE II – RECONCILIATION OF GOVERNMENT-WIDE AND FUND FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 
 

A. EXPLANATION OF CERTAIN DIFFERENCES BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENTAL FUNDS 
BALANCE SHEET AND THE GOVERNMENT-WIDE STATEMENT OF NET ASSETS – The 
Governmental Fund Balance Sheet includes a reconciliation between Fund Balances – Governmental Funds 
and Net Assets – Governmental Activities as reported in the Government-wide Statement of Net Assets.  
One element of that reconciliation explains that “long-term liabilities, including bonds payable, are not due 
and payable in the current period and therefore are not reported in the funds”.  The details of this 
$121,752,738 difference are as follows:

B. EXPLANATION OF CERTAIN DIFFERENCES BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENTAL FUNDS 
STATEMENT OF REVENUES, EXPENDITURES, AND CHANGES IN FUND BALANCES AND THE 
GOVERNMENT-WIDE STATEMENT OF ACTIVITIES – The Governmental Fund Statement of 
Revenues, Expenditures, and Changes in Fund Balances includes a reconciliation between Changes in Fund 
Balances – Governmental Funds and Changes in Net Assets - Governmental Activities, as reported in the 
Government-wide Statement of Activities.  One element of that reconciliation states that “The issuance of 
long-term debt (e.g., bonds, leases) provides current financial resources to governmental funds, while the 
repayment of the principal of long-term debt consumes the current financial resources of governmental 
funds.  Neither transaction, however, has any effect on net assets.  Also, Governmental Funds report the 
effect of issuance costs, premiums, discounts, and similar items when debt is first issued, whereas these 
amounts are deferred and amortized in the statement of activities”.  The details of these differences are as 
follows:

NOTE III – STEWARDSHIP, COMPLIANCE, AND ACCOUNTABILITY 
 

A. DEFICIT FUND EQUITY – The Insurance Fund had an accumulated deficit in fund net assets of 
$4,276,905 at September 30, 2004.  This fund achieved a total increase in net assets of $1,016,850 for the 
fiscal year ended September 30, 2004.  The increase in net assets was achieved through increased 
contributions from both the City and its employees during fiscal year 2004.  The accumulated deficit is 
projected to be eliminated in subsequent years through a combination of increased insurance charges 
citywide, as well as, continuing to focus on additional programs to further control and/or reduce costs. 

 
The Emergency and Disaster Fund accumulated a deficit fund balance of $2,067,605 at September 30, 2004 
as a result of expenses incurred from hurricanes Frances and Jeanne.  This deficit is projected to be 
eliminated during fiscal year 2005 by payment from the Federal Emergency Management Agency and the 
State for pending disaster claims submitted for reimbursement.  
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NOTE IV – DETAILED NOTES ON ALL FUNDS 
 

A. POOLED CASH AND INVESTMENTS 
 

The City’s bank balances as of September 30, 2004 were entirely insured either by federal depository 
insurance or via banks’ participation as qualified public depositories pursuant to Florida Statutes, Chapter 
280, “Security for Public Deposits”. 
 
In accordance with GASB Statement No. 31, “Accounting and Financial Reporting for Certain Investments 
and for External Investment Pools”, all investments have been reported at fair value. 
 
Open market securities and mutual fund fair values were determined using the quoted market values on the 
exchange in which the securities are traded.  The value of the City investment in the Florida State 
Investment Pool, which is not Securities and Exchange Commission (“SEC”) registered, but which 
qualified as an SEC 2a7-like pool, is the same as the pool’s share price.  This local government surplus 
investment pool is administered by the Florida State Board of Administration, an agency of the State of 
Florida, with regulatory oversight exercised by the State. 
 
State statutes authorize the City to invest in obligations of the U.S. Treasury and its agencies.  The 
Employees’ Retirement Fund, Fire Pension Fund and Police Retirement Fund are also authorized to invest 
in corporate bonds, corporate stock and other money market instruments.  Investment carrying amounts by 
type of investment have been classified in the following three categories to give an indication of the level 
of credit risk:  (1) Insured or registered, or securities held by the City or its agent in the City’s name; (2) 
Uninsured and unregistered, with securities held by the financial institution’s trust department or agent in 
the City’s name; (3) Uninsured and unregistered, with securities held by the financial institution, its trust 
department or agent, but not in the City’s name.  Investments’ fair values at September 30, 2004 are 
categorized by credit risk as follows:

H. LONG-TERM DEBT – Summarized below are the City’s debt issued to finance the acquisition and 

construction of major capital facilities that were outstanding as of September 30, 2004: 
 

1. GOVERNMENTAL ACTIVITIES DEBT: 
 

• $5,000,000 Public Improvement Revenue Certificates, Series 1989 – Issued to finance general 
capital improvements, the certificates are collateralized by a pledge of the utilities service tax 
revenue levied by the City.  Interest is variable and based upon 63.0% of the prevailing prime rate.  
This borrowing was paid off at maturity during fiscal year 2004. 

 
• $58,300,000 First Florida Governmental Financing Commission Loans – The City has obtained 

loans from the First Florida Governmental Financing Commission (“First Florida”) to finance the 
construction of capital projects, the acquisition of certain public safety fire equipment, and the 
construction and purchase of various capital assets for the Central Services Fund.  Loans have 
been borrowed from First Florida, a public body corporate and politic formed by several local 
governments in Florida to benefit participants from the economies of scale associated with large 
financings.  Interest rates range from 2.50% to 5.625% annually. 

 
• $20,010,000 Community Redevelopment Agency Redevelopment Revenue Bonds (BCRA), Series 

2004 – The Beach District of City of Hollywood, Florida Community Redevelopment Agency 
issued these bonds secured by an irrevocable lien on and pledge of the District’s  tax increment 
revenues paid by the City of Hollywood, Broward County, the South Broward Hospital District 
and the Children’s Services Council of Broward County.  By agreement with the South Broward 
Hospital District, annual tax increment payments from the District are capped at $300,000.  
Interest rates range from 3.50% to 5.625% annually. 

 
• $2,000,000 Community Redevelopment Agency Redevelopment Revenue Bond, Series 1995 – 

The City’s Downtown Community Redevelopment Agency issued this bond collateralized by tax 
increment revenues of the Agency and a secondary pledge of the City’s public service tax 
revenues to finance street improvements in downtown Hollywood, at an annual interest rate of 
5.013%. 
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• $11,000,000 Community Redevelopment Agency Loans – Loans committed to fund certain 
redevelopment projects and/or redevelopment incentives of the Downtown Community 
Redevelopment Agency as approved by its governing board.  The DCRA has pledged its tax 
increment revenues for repayment of these loans.  As of September 30, 2004 a total of 
$11,000,000 of these funds were borrowed and outstanding.  The interest rates on $2,500,000 and 
$4,000,000 of these loans are fixed at 5.44% and 5.61% respectively.  The interest rate on the 
remaining $4,500,000 outstanding is variable and equal to the one month London Interbank 
Offered Rate (“LIBOR”) as published periodically in the Wall Street Journal plus 1.47%.  Interest 
rate on this portion of the borrowing was 3.59% at September 30, 2004. 

 
• $18,000,000 Sunshine State Governmental Financing Commission Loan – Funds borrowed to 

finance the construction of capital projects and numerous capital improvements throughout the 
City.  Interest on this borrowing is variable rate based on the City’s pro-rata share of interest paid 
on bonds issued by the Sunshine State Governmental Financing Commission (“SSGFC”).  Interest 
rates paid by the City are currently below 1.7%. 

 
SSGFC was created in November 1985, initially by the City of Tallahassee, Florida and the City 
of Orlando, Florida.  As of September 30, 2004, thirteen cities and three counties are members of 
the SSGFC.  One city and one county participate as non-members.  As a joint venture among the 
member governmental units, SSGFC enables a limited number of qualifying governments to 
participate in pooled debt financings with pricing and cost structures not normally available to 
governmental entities acting individually.  Loan obligations from SSGFC are reflected as a debt 
by the participating governmental units. 

 
The City of Hollywood has no obligations associated with SSGFC other than the repayment of its 
loan from SSGFC.  Financial statements may be obtained from SSGFC. 
 

• $5,585,000 U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development Section 108 Loan Guarantee 
Program (“HUD Section 108 Loans”) – Funds committed to finance several major housing 
rehabilitation programs anticipated and/or underway in the City.  Funds may be used only for 
payment of approved HUD Section 108 activity costs.  The initial variable interest rate on this 
borrowing is set on the first day of each month at twenty (20) basis points above the LIBOR – 
three months as published on that day in the Wall Street Journal or certain other recognized 
financial publications.  Interest on the unpaid principal balance is due and payable quarterly on the 
first day of February, May, August and November.  Annual principal payments commence on 
August 1, 2004 and continue through maturity on August 1, 2021. 
 

2. BUSINESS-TYPE ACTIVITIES DEBT: 
 

• $114,705,000 Water and Sewer Refunding and Improvement Revenue Bonds, Series 2003 – The 
bonds were issued for the purpose of providing funds to refund, on a current basis, the outstanding 
Series 1993 Water and Sewer Revenue Bonds; to fully prepay a loan from the Sunshine State 
Governmental Financing Commission originally borrowed to construct water and sewer 
improvements; to finance the cost of additional sewer projects and to pay the costs of a credit 
facility, a reserve account insurance policy and issuance costs.  The bonds are collateralized by a 
pledge of utility system revenues and carry interest rates from 2.0% to 4.625%.  The refunding 
resulted in a deferred accounting loss of $10,261,868 for fiscal year ended September 30, 2004.  
As a result of this transaction, the City decreased its aggregate debt service payments by 
$12,694,286 over the next twenty (20) years and resulted in an economic gain of $8,686,341. 

 
• $137,125,000 Series 1993 Water and Sewer Revenue Bonds - This borrowing was refunded 

during fiscal year 2004 by the Water and Sewer Refunding and Improvement Bonds, Series 2003 
described above.  Issued to defease, until maturity or optional call dates, the Series 1991 bonds, 
which were outstanding in the aggregate principal amount of $130,779,873.  Interest rates range 
from 4.5% to 5.6% annually.   
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• $53,283,893 State of Florida Revolving Fund Loans – Funds borrowed and outstanding to finance 
the construction of a reuse wastewater system and new water supply wellfields.  Currently, the 
State has committed to loan the City a total of approximately $76.5 million for qualifying projects 
under this loan program.  The loans are collateralized by a pledge of the reuse system and utility 
system revenues.  Interest accrues at rates of 2.36% and 3.34% annually. 

 
• $14,730,000 Sunshine State Governmental Financing Commission Loan – Funds borrowed 

($5,675,000 in FY01) to finance the acquisition and construction costs of two new public parking 
garages in the City’s downtown area.  Funds borrowed ($9,055,000 in FY03) to finance certain 
water and wastewater construction projects throughout the City.  The water/wastewater portion of 
these borrowings was prepaid by the Water and Sewer Refunding and Improvement Bonds, Series 
2003 described above.  Interest on these borrowings is variable rate based on the City’s pro-rata 
share of interest paid on bonds issued by SSGFC.  Interest rates paid by the City are currently 
below 1.7%. 

 
In management’s opinion, all reserve requirements specified by ordinances pertaining to debt 
service requirements have been met. 
 

3. DEFEASANCE OF LONG-TERM DEBT – In fiscal year 1993, the City issued $137,125,000 Water 
and Sewer Revenue Bonds – Series 1993 (“Series 1993 Bonds”) to defease Series 1991 Bonds 
outstanding in an aggregate principal amount of $130,779,873.  The Series 1993 Bonds were refunded, 
on a current basis, in November, 2003.  As a result, the Series 1991 Bonds are considered to be 
defeased and the liability for the debt has been removed from the Water and Sewer Utility Fund’s 
financial statements.  At September 30, 2004, outstanding Water and Sewer Revenue Bonds (including 
prior year’s refundings) of $100,589,873 are considered to be defeased.

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Payments on the bonds and loans payable that pertain to the City’s governmental activities are made by 
the Debt Service Fund, except for the capital lease obligations, which are being repaid directly from an 
Internal Service Fund and other funds.  The compensated absences liability attributable to 
governmental activities will be liquidated primarily by the General Fund.  In the past, approximately 
80 to 85% has been paid by the General Fund, and the remainder by various other governmental and 
internal service funds. 

 
The claims and judgments liability will generally be liquidated through the City’s Insurance Internal 
Service Fund.  (See Note V.B.)  That fund will finance the payment of claims by charging other funds 
based on management’s assessment of the relative insurance risk that should be assumed by individual 
funds.  Currently, the General Fund and Water and Sewer Utility bear approximately 70% and 15% 
respectively of all insurance costs; no other individual fund is charged more than 7% of the total 
amount.

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6. CUMULATIVE ARBITRAGE REBATE LIABILITY – The City has recorded an arbitrage rebate 
liability of $670,239 in the Government-Wide Statement of Net Assets as of September 30, 2004 
associated with its borrowing from the Sunshine State Financing Governmental Commission.  Ninety 
percent (90%) of the cumulative rebate liability (reduced by any future credits calculated) is required to 
be rebated to the federal government no later than sixty days (60) after June 13, 2005 (the borrowing’s 
maturity date).  This cumulative arbitrage rebate liability is subject to change, however, pursuant to 
subsequent computations performed through and including June 13, 2005. 

 
7. UNAMORTIZED DISCOUNTS AND ISSUANCE COSTS – Original issue discounts and issuance 

costs on long-term debt are amortized over the life of the respective liability in the enterprise funds.  
Such amounts are amortized by the straight-line method for bonds and other debt, which is not 
materially different than the interest method.

B. CLAIMS PAYABLE – INSURANCE FUND – The City is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; 

theft of, damage to, and destruction of assets; errors and omissions; injuries to employees; and natural 
disasters.  The City’s Insurance Fund (an internal service fund) accounts for and finances its uninsured risks 
of loss.  Under this program, the Insurance Fund provides coverage for up to a maximum of $400,000 for 
each workers’ compensation claim, $400,000 for each general liability claim, $200,000 for each health 
insurance claim, $25,000 for each property damage claim, except for $250,000 for wind/hail damage.  The 
City purchases commercial insurance for workers’ compensation, general liability, property damage and 
health claims in excess of coverage provided by the Fund.  Settled claims have not exceeded this 
commercial coverage in any of the past three fiscal years. 
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All funds of the City participate in the program and make payments to the Insurance Fund based on 
actuarial estimates of the amounts to pay prior and current-year claims.  The claims liability of $12,688,428 
reported in the Insurance Fund at September 30, 2004, is based on GASB Statement No. 10, “Accounting 
and Financial Reporting for Risk Financing and Related Insurance Issues” which requires that a liability for 
claims be reported if information prior to the issuance of the financial statements indicates that a liability 
has been incurred at the date of the financial statements and the amount of the loss can be reasonably 
estimated. 
 
The liability for unpaid amounts of public liability, workers’ compensation and employee health claims is 
reported in the Insurance Fund with a summary of changes in those amounts as follows:

C. CONTINGENT LIABILITIES – The City is a defendant in various lawsuits.  Although the outcome of 

such litigation is not presently determinable, management does not believe the settlement of these matters 
will have a material effect upon the financial condition or results of operations of the affected funds. 

 
The City participates in a number of federal, state and local grant assistance programs.  The grants are 
subject to audit by the granting agencies to determine if activities undertaken by the City comply with 
conditions of the grant.  Management believes that no material liability will arise from any such audits. 
 

D. LANDFILL CLOSURE COSTS – The City owns a piece of property that was used in prior years as a 
landfill.  This site has been closed for several years and no additional refuse has been deposited there.  This 
landfill was formally declared closed during fiscal year 1998 after current closure care work was 
completed.  Formal public notice, as required by Chapter 61-701 of the Florida Administrative Code, 
regarding this property was recorded in the Broward County property records wherein the City is located.  
As a result, this property remains in the postclosure care phase. 

 
The necessary major components of postclosure care consist of land surface care, groundwater monitoring 
and methane gas monitoring.  The City has accrued, based on consulting engineers’ estimate, $70,523 
payable from General Fund restricted assets for anticipated current postclosure costs and $916,799 
(includes an assumed inflation rate) for estimated future postclosure costs as of September 30, 2004.  There 
were no deposits or withdrawals in these accounts during fiscal year 2004.  Funding for future postclosure 
costs which are subject to the potential for changes due to inflation or deflation, technology, or applicable 
laws and regulations, and other costs unforeseen at this time, if any will be included in subsequent General 
Fund budgets. 

 
E. OTHER POSTEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS – In addition to the pension benefits described in section F 

below, the City provides postretirement care benefits on a pay as you go basis to all retired employees and 
their eligible dependents.  Such benefits are provided pursuant to State Statute and employee collective 
bargaining agreements.  In order to qualify, employees must satisfy retirement eligibility criteria of their 
respective pension plan.  The City contributes the costs of benefits for retired employees and except for a 
limited number of dependents, participating retirees pay the costs of coverage for their dependents.  
Expenditures and expenses for postretirement health care benefits (net of participant contributions) are 
recognized based upon retiree enrollment and include a provision for estimated claims incurred but not 
reported.  The number of eligible retiree and dependent participants covered at September 30, 2004 was 
approximately 950 individuals.  The cost of benefits recognized for the fiscal year ended September 30, 
2004 net of participants contributions was approximately $4,400,000. 
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F. PENSION PLAN INFORMATION – The following information is provided in accordance with GASB 
Statement No. 27, “Accounting for Pensions by State and Local Governmental Employers”.  This statement 
prescribes standards for the measurement, recognition and display of pension expenditures/expense and 
related liabilities, assets and note disclosures in the financial reports of state and local governmental 
employers. 

 
1. PLAN DESCRIPTIONS – The City, as a single employer, maintains three defined benefit pension 

plans covering substantially all full-time employees.  As described in Note I.A., the Employees 
Retirement Fund, Fire Pension Fund and Police Retirement Fund are included in the City’s financial 
reporting entity.  Articles X, XI and XII of the Hollywood City Charter contain the specific provisions 
of each plan.  The Board of Trustees of each plan can recommend to the City changes to the benefit 
provisions of their plan.  Changes to the City Charter, however, can only be accomplished if approved 
in a public referendum or through a special act approved by the State legislature. 

 
Each retirement fund provides retirement, disability, and death benefits, and certain cost-of-living 
adjustments to plan members and beneficiaries.  Each retirement fund issues a publicly available 
financial report that includes financial statements and required supplementary information for the plan. 
Those reports may be obtained by writing or calling the retirement fund.

The financial statements of the Employees Retirement Fund, Fire Pension Fund, and Police Retirement 
Fund are prepared using the accrual basis of accounting.  Employee and employer contributions are 
recognized as revenues in the period in which the employee services are performed.  Dividend and 
interest income, as well as gain or loss on investment sales is recognized when earned.  Purchases and 
sales of investments are recorded on the date the trade is executed.  Benefit payments and refunds to 
plan members are recognized when due and payable in accordance with the terms of the appropriate 
plan. 
 
Investments are carried at fair value, which is determined as follows:  securities traded on a national 
securities exchange are valued at the last reported sales price on the last business day of the fiscal year, 
securities traded in the over-the-counter market, and listed securities for which no sale was reported on 
that date are valued at the last reported bid price; commercial paper, time deposits and short-term 
investments are valued at cost, which approximates market value. 
 
During fiscal year 2002, the City and the Hollywood Professional Firefighters union negotiated a 
collective bargaining agreement that included certain enhancements to pension benefits.  These 
pension enhancements are subject to the adoption of an ordinance by the City Commission amending 
the Hollywood City Charter article providing for firefighter’s pension benefits.  An actuarial impact 
study prepared subsequent to the approval of the bargaining agreement has disclosed that the cost of 
such pension enhancements is substantially higher than the cost discussed in union negotiations.  This 
issue was resolved during fiscal year 2004 and an ordinance amending firefighter’s pension benefits 
was approved by the City Commission. 
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2. PENSION INFORMATION – City contributions are determined by actuarial valuations adopted by the 
respective Board of Trustees for those retirement benefits provided by the City Charter.  The City’s 
annual pension cost for the current year and related information for each plan is as follows:

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5. DEFINED CONTRIBUTION PENSION PLANS – The City has contracts with the ICMA-RC for two 
defined contribution pension plans.  One plan covers executive employees with employment 
agreements with the City and the other plan covers the City Manager and the City Attorney.  Both 
plans are established under the provisions of Section 401 (a) of the Internal Revenue Code as Money 
Purchase Plans and Trusts.  In addition, there is a third 401(a) plan between the Hollywood 
Community Redevelopment Agency and ICMA-RC covering the executive directors of the agency.  
The assets of the plans are self-directed, and investment results are reported to employees quarterly.  In 
a defined contribution plan, benefits depend solely on amounts contributed to the plan plus investment 
return.  The plans do not require nor permit employee contributions.  Plan participants become fully 
vested in the plans upon entry.  The plans were established by City Commission resolutions.  The City 
does not have fiduciary accountability for the defined contribution pension plans and, accordingly, the 
plans are not reported in the accompanying financial statements. 

 
Previously, the City contributed 16.3% of salaries to the executive employees pension plan on a 
biweekly basis.  On June 3, 2003 the City Commission approved Ordinance O-2003-07 which 
amended the Employees Retirement Fund to allow current employees with employment agreements to 
elect to become members of this retirement plan and provided for repurchase of all eligible prior 
service time under an existing buy-back formula.  Employees with employment agreements hired after 
the ordinance date are required to be members of the Employees Retirement Fund.  Eligible 
employees, including the City Manager and City Attorney, were required to submit a written, 
irrevocable election to participate in this retirement plan within one year from the effective date of the 
ordinance noted above.  Upon entry into the Employees Retirement Fund, the City’s contribution to the 
executive employees pension plan noted above would cease.  Seventeen (17) of the nineteen (19) 
eligible employees with employment agreements elected to become members of the Employees 
Retirement Fund within the appropriate timeframe.  As such, City contributions to the executive 
pension plan ceased for these individuals during fiscal year 2004 and the appropriate required City 
contributions are now directed to the Employees Retirement Fund. 

 
6. DEFERRED COMPENSATION PLANS – The City offers certain employees deferred compensation 

plans created in accordance with Internal Revenue Code Section 457.  The plans, managed by 
independent plan administrators, permit employees to defer a portion of their salary until future years.  
At the employee’s election, such amounts may be invested in mutual funds which represent varying 
levels of risk and return.  The deferred compensation is not available to employees until termination, 
retirement, death or unforeseeable emergency.  All amounts of compensation deferred under the plans, 
all property and rights purchased with those amounts, and all income attributable to those amounts, are 
held in trust, for the exclusive benefit of the plans’ participants and their beneficiaries.  Since the City 
has no control over these assets, they are not reflected in the City’s statements.

BUDGETARY INFORMATION – Budgets are legally adopted for the General, Enterprise and Internal Service 
Funds.  Budgets are adopted on a basis consistent with generally accepted accounting principles.  The level of 
budgetary control is the department.  The City Manager is authorized to transfer budgeted amounts within 
departments.  Revisions increasing or decreasing the total budget for a department or fund require City 
Commission approval.  Appropriations in annually budgeted funds, except for amounts corresponding to 
outstanding encumbrances, lapse at year-end. 

 
Multi-year project budgets are adopted for grants reported in the Special Revenue Funds and for authorized 
capital improvements reported in the Capital Projects Fund.  Accordingly, the Special Revenue and Capital 
Projects Funds have been excluded from budget versus actual presentation. 

 
Encumbrance accounting is utilized, in which purchase orders, contracts, and other financial commitments for 
expenditures are recorded in order to reserve that portion of the applicable appropriation.  This method is 
employed as an extension of formal budgetary accounting in the General Fund.  Encumbrances outstanding at 
year-end are reported as reservations of fund balance since they do not constitute expenditures or liabilities.  In 
the General Fund, unexpended portions of such reserves lapse at the end of the next fiscal year after 
encumbrance.
